*DEMING. An interesting city in the midst of an apparent 
desert but those plains are underlaid with abundant water 
lor irrigation and the sands are fertile. Mines, forests and 
cattle ranches are around. Three railroads. Pure, soft drink­
ing water is characteristic of this country—and most of the 
Old Spanish Trail territory.

Lend, copper 
and silver mines in the surrounding country. HOLLEN and 
'  END0 ME hotels, fair. Two cabin camps.

GAP. Elevation 4,400 ft. West of Lordsburg 
-- mi., east of Rodeo 20 mi. Cut thru granite mountains 
that rise in beauty out of the desert. The ocatilln, the 
spindling cactus of the arid, rocky places, is seen in this 
section; its flowers in spring a scarlet flame and one of 
the mystic beauties of the desert.

T h e  S a n ta  C ru z  V a l le y —T u c s o n , N o g a le s ,  a n d  in to  M exico—  
w a s  o n e  o f  t l i e  g r e a t  s e a t s  o f  m is s io n  a n d  c o lo n iz in g  e f f o r t  b y  
t h e  S p a n ia r d s .  N u m e ro u s  m is s io n s  w e r e  in  t h a t  t e r r i t o r y .  S om e  
s t i l l  r e m a in  in  M e x ic o  s o u th  o f  N o g a le s .  T h e  b e g in n in g  in  A riz o n a  
w a s  i n  1G92. T h e  M is s io n  S a n  X a v ie r  <lc*l l in e ,  9 m l. s o u th  of 
T u c s o n , w a s  a p p a r e n t l y  f o u n d e d  in  1700. T h e  b u ild in g ,  w h ic h  
s t i l l  s t a n d s  a n d  f u n c t io n s  a s  a  c h u rc h ,  r e s to re d  a f t e r  y e a r s  o f  
d i s a s t e r  a n d  n e g le c t ,  w a s  o n e  o f  tli e  f in e s t  s t r u c tu r e s  e re c te d  b y  
th e  p a d r e s  in  t l i e  N o w  W o r ld .  F r o m  th e  S a n ta  C ru z  V a l le y  m is s io n  
w o rk s  w e re  e x te n d e d  a c r o s s  A riz o n a  to  Y u m a , d o w n  th e  G ila  
V a l le y  o f  tli e  O ld  S p a n is h  T r a i l  o f  to d a y .  F r o m  th i s  b a s e  a ls o  
tli e  e x p e d i t i o n  s t a r t e d  t h a t  fo u n d e d  S a n  F r a n c is c o  in  177G. T h e  
g r e a t  m is s io n  c h a in  a lo n g  th e  C a l i f o r n ia  c o a s t  h a d  b e e n  s t a r t e d  
in  17G9 a t  S a n  D ie g o .

DOUGLAS. A tlioroly modern city, tlie smelting center 
for the copper mines of tlie Plielps-Dodge and the Calumet 
& Arizona companies at Bisbee. The monthly production 
reaches 13.000.000 lhs. Near is the Cliirlcaliua reservation 
in tlie Coronado National Forest where Nature and her 
genii have fashioned fantastic figures in tlie rocks. Ranch 
camps and resorts in the mountains. Across tlie Mexican 
border fence is Agua Prieta with a pleasant welcome to 
tlie traveler. HOTEL GADSDEN leads; a nice hotel.

BISBEE. Plielps-Dodge and tlie Calumet & Arizona 
copper mines; three of tlie greatest in tlie country. Pro­
duction reaches $57,000.000 monthly.

The V ar- 
ren District around these mines including Bisbee embraces 
over 15.000 people.
